Jim Funk called the meeting to order at 9:02 a.m.

Motion:  by Ken DePaul to open the meeting for nomination of officers.  Amy Gregorich 2nd.  All in favor.

Nomination:  by Tony Borean to elect Sue Kimes as President for the 2007-2008 sessions.  Ken DePaul 2nd.  All in favor with Sue Kimes Abstaining.

Nomination:  by Frank Murphy to elect Ken DePaul as Vice-President for the 2007-2008 sessions.  Jim Funk 2nd.  All in favor.

Nomination:  by Ken DePaul to elect Jim Funk as Secretary for the 2007-2008 sessions.  Amy Gregorich 2nd.  All in favor.

Nomination:  by Tony Borean to elect Ken Jones as Treasurer for the 2007-2008 sessions.  Ken DePaul 2nd.  All in favor.

Motion:  by Tony Borean to approve the June 30, 2007 telephonic minutes.  Ken DePaul 2nd.  All in favor.

Public Comment

Tony Stich requested monies for electric line extensions in Horseback.  Surveying and tree removal costs for 78 lots is $6,320. Precedence, opportunity and policy were discussed. 

Motion:  by Ken Jones to approve survey costs disbursed to E&F Associates of $1,120 associated with Phase I of electric installation to Horseback lots 167-189.  Jim Funk 2nd.  Motion did not pass.

Andrew Benjamin with Integrated Design Workshop proposed a contract to provide landscape design services for Southshore.

Motion:  by Tony Borean to approve contract with Integrated Design Workshop with a due date  of March 30, 2008.  Frank Murphy 2nd.  Friendly Amendment: by Jim Funk with reasonable proven obstacles due date may be extended.  Friendly Amendment:  by Ken DePaul striking the last sentence in the contract.  All in favor.

Reports and Old Business

Budget.  Ken Jones presented and explained the proposed budget.

Motion:  by Jim Funk to approve the budget.  Tony Borean 2nd.  All in favor.

Motion:  by Tony Borean to approve the check register dated July 16, 2007.  Tom Watts 2nd.  All in favor.

Motion:  by Tom Watts to increase the dues 3% for the 2007-2008 fiscal years.  Frank Murphy 2nd.  All in favor.

President’s Report: 

The meeting went very well yesterday, thank you.

Manager’s Report:

-Compliance issues are very time consuming.  Currently 4 letters of notice have been sent.  The first appeal of compliance is scheduled for August 6.  On August 1 there will be a focus group to discuss sheds and camping in the remote areas of SPOA.

- Ken DePaul is continuing to search for acreage for off-site storage of recreational vehicles.

-Coyote Run park maintenance was reviewed with Dave Demos.   A sand volleyball court has been suggested instead of continuing with the expense of grass.

-Proposed subdivision signs were presented..

Motion:  by Ken Jones to approve the design of the four signs for Eagles Watch, Black Horse I, Black Horse II and Sky Hitch.  Amy Gregorich 2nd.  All in favor.  Ken Burgess will research how much has been paid and approved.

- A bid for preparing six mailbox locations to include 13 cluster boxes was too high.  The Board directed the General Manager to seek additional bids.  Horseback and Morningside are currently slated for the first boxes.  

-Newsletters, Frank Murphy’s suggestion to use Netpost has worked well.  The last newsletter was under $2,000.

-CWPP is moving along and SPOA is now the owner of a chipper.  A Waiver of Liability must be signed and operators trained prior to release of the chipper.  The issue of significant liability was raised and the Board directed Tom Watts to discuss the issue further with Sally Claassen and come back to the board with a report.  

-The second Trail meeting with Bluesky was held.  Liability and maintenance issues were discussed.  The Board elected to plan three miles to connect the North and South subdivisions and three miles to connect existing and newly developed trails in the reservoir area.

New Business

-Wagonwheel Condominiums requested funds for maintenance.  The Board felt those funds should come from Wagonwheel dues revenues.

-Red Hawk Village’s request to be released from deed restrictions was discussed.

Resolution by Tony Borean: SPOA is against any concessions reducing affordable housing in the Red Hawk Village.  Amy Gregorich 2nd.  All in favor.

Motion:  by Ken Jones to adjourn at 12:00 p.m.  Frank Murphy 2nd. All in favor.
