The meeting was called to order at 4:05 PM.

Motion by Borean to approve the January 20, 2007 board minutes; DePaul Second – APPROVED.

Funk joined call at 4:10.

Motion by DePaul to place the proposed advertisement for the position of General Manager of the Stagecoach Property Owners Association to be effective May 1, 2007.  Replies will be due by March 31, 2007; Jones second – APPROVED

 

Motion by DePaul to approve the proposed two month interim contract with Ken Burgess for the period March 1 to May 1, 2007.  Stich second – APPROVED with Burgess abstaining.

 

Motion by Borean to approve up to $1,000 for capital office equipment (computer, printer, etc.) and up to $250 per month for office expenses.  Gregorich second – Discussion:  need to review revenue, expenses and capital allocations to remain within budget capacity.  Jones to meet with Burgess to prepare presentation for BOD at April meeting.  Motion APPROVED with Burgess abstaining.

 

Motion by DePaul to approve the proposed lease for office space at the Morrison Creek Metropolitan Water and Sewer District offices for $350 per month subject to review by SPOA attorney.   Gregorich second –  Discussion: Desire to keep office in the Stagecoach area expressed and the termination clause of 30 days was noted.  APPROVED with Burgess abstaining.

Motion by DePaul to approve a Stetson accounting contract at $1,250 per month subject to review by SPOA attorney.  Stich second – APPROVED.

Motion by Stich to approve Bluesky Trails contract for development of a trail plan.  DePaul second.  Discussion: Concerns expressed regarding insurance, delivery date deadline, coordination with other agencies and land owners and impact of capital reserves.  Burgess to follow-up with SPOA attorney on issues and Jones on finances.  MOTION TABLED until next meeting.

Other

Discussion regarding Reidy contract and the need to limit activity and expense.  Burgess to follow-up with Heather and retain at a lesser cost and commitment.

President requested board focus on nominees for board positions.  Karrie Litman  and Cassandra Krauss mentioned as possibilities.   Nomination chairman, Borean, to follow-up.

Horseback Water and Sewer planning was discussed relative to the RFP for a conceptual plan.  The desire for a cost estimate for engineering plans in preparation for an LID was expressed.  The board expressed a desire to support LIDs but felt it needed more data prior to requesting engineering detail.
